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After only 9 months of stepping out on a limb,

equipped with “axe” in hand, I have come to realize that

what God has called me into is far broader and far more

intense than I initially envisioned.

You might be surprised at this but I initially

envisioned myself being mostly involved in playing my

guitar (my “axe”), singing and generally being a

travelling minstrel of sorts.  Of course I knew there

would be times of lecturing, teaching, training, praying,

discipling and, perhaps, some prayer counselling.  But

mostly what I love to do -- lead in worship.

Back in October, when the Make Us Holy Ministries’

Board of Trustees decided that I needed to move to full

time involvement, I began a journey which has allowed

me to experience the wealth of God’s goodness and the

marvels of his passionate mercy which he is liberally

pouring on his children in these days.  In the midst of

this outpouring, I have come face to face with the fact

that, yes, God is bringing renewal into his church today

and, yes, he is using worship, prayer and discipleship to

accomplish that renewal.  But the surprising thing for

me is the amount that God is  using me in the areas

of prayer, consultation and mediation quite apart

from worship leading.

I have found that, as God is bringing renewal into

the Church of Jesus Christ to make her holy, he is, of

necessity, beginning to open up people’s lives, bringing

them face to face with their pride, self dependance,

bitterness, anger, resentment -- basically, their sin -- so

that he might once again have a pure bride.  Along with

the church of Laodicea, Jesus says to us -- the church

at the end of the twentieth century --  I counsel you to

buy from me gold refined in the fire, so you can become

rich; and white clothes to wear, so you can cover you

shameful nakedness; and salve to put on your eyes, so

you can see  (Revelation 3:18). Today the church is

again being encouraged to invest in that which is

perfected, purified, clarified.  Jesus’ assurance to us is

that his rebuke and discipline is to those he loves.  His

invitation to the church is to repent so that we

might know him more intimately.  And his promise

is that those who are overcomers will sit with him

on his throne (Revelation 3:19-21).

I believe that at the heart of the issue of renewal

and worship is a willingness to be vulnerable before

God and his people.  Part of what God has allowed me

to do through Make Us Holy Ministries is to challenge

people to live a life of integrity.  For me that has meant

being willing to “expose” myself openly with those who

I know hold differing views and opening up discussion

on those topics so that I can better understand my

brother or sister in the Lord and so that they can better

understand me.  It has meant that I need to challenge

people to keep short accounts with God.  It has meant

that I need to surround myself with people who will pray

for me and hold me accountable in the areas of my own

personal purity and spiritual disciplines.

The task of inviting renewal through worship, prayer

and discipleship is huge.  I have come to realize that I

don’t have the innate abilities needed to presume to be

able to accomplish anything in and of myself.  I need

the wisdom of God.  I need the counsel and prayers

of others.  I need the ongoing support of friends.

As you go about your daily tasks, I encourage you

to consider the heart of the issue of your own personal

renewal.  Seek out a close friend with whom you can

begin to develop an accountable relationship.  Learn to

be vulnerable.  Keep short accounts with God.  Deal

with sin directly.  Seek out help when you can’t make it

on your own.  Learn to develop a heart of intimacy

with God in your worship, in your prayer and in

your service. GJG
